MR. CARADOG EVANS

M.Sc, ARILC.

THE Amlwch County Secondary School was opened in temporary
accommodation in the Memorial Hall in 1940. Ten years were to
pass before the School moved to the new buildings at Pentrefelin.
Three vears later it became fully comprehensive, and was re-named
Sir Thomas Jones School, in honour of the man who had devoted
a lifetime to securing secondary education in the town,

Mr. Caradoc Evans, M.Sc. A.R.LC., who was appointed first
Headmaster of the School, retired on August 315t Jast year, A native
of Bryngwran, he was cducated at the Holyhead County Secondary
School, and the U.C.N.W. Bangor; where he graduated with honours
in Chemistry in 1922. In 1932 he was awarded the M.Sc. degree.
He moved to Amlwch in 1940, following periods of tweaching in
Liverpool and Bedlington Grammar School, Northumberland.

The Grammar School in Britain has developed round the win
principles of good order, based on a firm discipline; as a pre-requisite
to a sound liberal education, with a due emphasis on work, and the
cultivation of moral values, It was natural that Mr. Evans, who had
heen nurtured in the Grammar School tradition, should have brought
these gqualities to bear on the problems which confronted him ar
Amlwch between 1940 and 1960, )

The early years in the Hall were difficult years, a period of waiting
for the new school buildings; a period incvitably prolonged due to
the war, but none the less exasperating, to say the least, with a
constant nead for improvisation, and recurring problems of adminis-
tration. The achievements of those early years is sufficient testimony
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to the gualities of initiative and leadership displayed by Mr. Evans
in spite of lack of accommodation, and facilities of all kinds, Old
pupils of those days speak highly of the guality of the instruction;
and one of them rhis week, from [raly, expresses his appreciation
of the cxeellens work done by Mr. Evans and his colleagues during
those formative years,

In 150 came the long awaited day to move to new buildings,
followed in 1gs3 by the reorganization from Grammar School o
Comprehensive School, with a considerable increase in staff and
pupils. The next seven years were years of growth until the prezent
roll of Boo-850 pupils was reached, The fusion of Grammar and

sodern School into one harmonious whole was no casy task, Prob-
lems there were in plenty, Many were solved, many remain ro be
salved in the light of experience.

Looking back over twenty-two vears, Mr, Evans can feel well
catisfiecd with what has been achieved, and looking back over the
fifteen vears of my association with Mr. Evans one can but attribute
that achievement to his constant emphasis on hard work; a firm
albeit kindly discipling; an almost jealous concern for the welfare
of his pupils, and the good name of the School, and a due emphasis
ant onby on academic success but on the cultivation of those moral
values 5o necessary in the upbringing of worthwhile citizens.

Buddists, when travelling. have a custom, on reaching their
journey’s end, of leaving a token of appreciation at a wayside shrine,
We, as a School, and on behalf of pupils, past and present, express
nur appreciation of what has been achieved, and at the same time
wish Mr. and Mrs, Evans a long, carefree and happy retirement,
